This data request follows up on the telephone conversations between DRA staff (Rebecca Lee and Scarlett Liang-Uejio) and SDG&E staff (Leslie Willoughby and Kathleen Cordova) on April 12th, 2007.
1. DRA understands that Section IV of Ms. Willoughby's Testimony is no longer applicable to this case because it addresses the issues of demand response benefits, which have been resolved in Commission’s decision on SDG&E’s Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) deployment application (D.07-04-043).  SDG&E has indicated that it will withdraw this section from Ms. Willoughby’s testimony.  Please confirm DRA’s understanding and indicate when SDG&E will submit its withdrawal. 

 

2. According to the Assigned Commissioner’s Scoping Memo and Ruling issued on April 18, 2007 in the Demand Response (DR) Cost Effectiveness Order Instituting Rulemaking (OIR) (R.07-01-41), it appears that there is an overlap with the M&E issues addressed in Ms. Willoughby’s testimony and the OIR.
