Please provide the following:

1. The exhibit (p.84) and workpapers (p.484) state that the Local Engineering Electric Distribution Pool costs track the historical relationship between this pool and the various capital categories listed. Based on the 2012 recorded data, the grand total for the capital cost categories used as the basis of the 2014-2016 forecasts was $248.54 million. The 2013 grand total $206.78 million. The 2013 total is 16.8% lower than the 2012 total. However, the Local Engineering Pool recorded costs increased by 10.4%, from $48.15 million to $53.16 million from 2012 to 2013. Please explain why the 2013 recorded costs did not decrease by 16.8% compared to the 2012 costs for this pool category.
2. Workpaper p.495, Local Engineering – Substation Pool, Step 1b, shows a table that lists the costs by Category/Budget Code which are excluded from the basis of the 2014-2016 forecasts.  Provide a table and excel spreadsheet for the years 2009-2012 which shows the excluded costs for this pool’s forecast if the same principles were applied for exclusion as SDG&E used in the forecast period.
3. Workpaper p.505, Department Overhead Pool, Step1b, shows a table that lists the costs by Category/Budget Code which are excluded from the basis of the 2014-2016 forecasts.  Provide a table and excel spreadsheet for the years 2009-2012 which shows the excluded costs for this pool’s forecast if the same principles were applied for exclusion as SDG&E used in the forecast period.
4. Workpaper p.513, Contract Administration Pool, Step 1b, shows a table that lists the costs by Category/Budget Code which are excluded from the basis of the 2014-2016 forecasts.  Provide a table and excel spreadsheet for the years 2009-2012 which shows the excluded costs for this pool’s forecast if the same principles were applied for exclusion as SDG&E used in the forecast period.
