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We don't stop there. If dangerous conditions are present, we may shut off power as a last
resort to keep you and your community safe. This is called a Public Safety Power Shutoff
(PSPS). Additional electric enhancements have led to a 25-30% reduction of customers

impacted by PSPS compared to previous years.

HOW IS A PUBLIC SAFETY POWER SHUTOFF DETERMINED?
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If we anticipate the power to be off for an extended period, we may open
Community Resource Centers in affected areas.
