The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) will hold Evidentiary Hearings (EHs) at the time and place noted above to review Phase 3 of San Diego Gas & Electric Company’s (SDG&E®) 2018 Rate Design Window (RDW) Application. In this application, SDG&E’s Phase 3 proposals include a request to implement a new fixed monthly charge for the purpose of collecting a reasonable portion of the fixed costs of providing electric service to residential customers in a fair manner.

INFORMATION ABOUT THIS APPLICATION
On December 20, 2017, SDG&E filed its 2018 RDW Application, consistent with the CPUC’s requirement that all three major gas and electric utilities in California (Pacific Gas & Electric Company, Southern California Edison and SDG&E) propose a plan to transition to Time-of-Use rate plans. SDG&E proposes a residential fixed charge, a higher minimum bill charge and an optional rate with a high fixed charge. This is part of the CPUC’s residential rate reform efforts to address concerns about customer bill impacts and volatility caused by the tiered rate structure that was put in place after the California Energy Crisis.
IMPACT ON RATES

There is no direct request to increase rates in this application. However, the proposed

plan will eventually impact rates when implementation of the rate design changes begins. If the CPUC approves SDG&E’s request, the increased fixed charges and minimum bill would offset variable energy rates, thus reducing seasonal bill volatility for residential customers.

These hearings are open to the public but only those who are parties to the proceeding may present evidence, testimony, and be subject to cross-examination. The hearings and documents submitted during this proceeding will become part of the formal record that the Judge will rely upon in writing a proposed decision to present to the Commissioners for their consideration. 
After considering all proposals and evidence presented during the formal hearing process, the assigned Judge will issue a proposed decision which may adopt SDG&E’s proposal, modify it or deny it. Any of the five CPUC Commissioners may sponsor an alternate decision.  The proposed decision, and any alternate decisions, will be discussed and voted upon at a scheduled CPUC Voting Meeting. 
The CPUC Public Advocates Office (Public Advocates) has reviewed this application.  The Public Advocates is the independent consumer advocate within the CPUC with a legislative mandate to represent investor-owned utility customers to obtain the lowest possible rate for service consistent with reliable and safe service levels. Phase 1 directed the investor owned utilities (IOUs) to file long term rate design proposals for 2015 through 2018.  �Phase 2 considered the IOU’s specific rate design proposals for default TOU and other rate options, as well as implementation issue for default TOU.
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
